Editor’s Note - I was going to leave the above photo out of this report until I was advised that the
integrity of the governance of this club might be compromised if I did.

The psyche of the club can be gauged quite accurately by the journey this jacket (awarded for the
season’s most questionable cricket-related conduct either on or off the field) has traversed over the
years. A couple of years ago, the incumbent holder of the jacket was made Chairman of Selectors.
A couple of years later its gets awarded not to a player, but the Club Secretary!

On to whose shoulders will this jacked be draped next year? This Editor awaits developments with
interest.
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COACHING REPORT

1. Overview

Our playing performances were, in Club Championship terms, very poor. The age profile of our
players puts the majority of them in the 16-21 age bracket making “experience” (or lack thereof) one of
the key factors in our performance this season. In addition, the club lost two players, Daniel Christian
and Tom Cooper to South Australia. Both players had strong and pivotal leadership roles within the
club and proved difficult to replace.

The club held a senior players/coaches/officials meeting in April 2008 to review the previous season;
identify our strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats; and to develop a strategy for the
2008/2009 season. Outcomes from this meeting included a revision of the coaching panel to provide a
better structured training environment for all grades and teams. This included the appointment of:

e  Warren Smith as Head Coach with a focus on the 1st/2nd grade squad and Green Shield;
e Paul Howse as Assistant Coach (Lower Grades)

e Murray Creed as Assistant Coach (Batting)

e Tim Lang as Assistant Coach (Fast Bowling)

e Hugh Le Lievre as Junior Teams Coach

e Matt Sanders as Coordinator of the club’s in2Cricket Program.

Despite the poor results on the field, the consensus of senior players from all grades was that the
coaching structure generally worked well and with some improvements and minor changes should be
continued into the next season. Training attendances were up on previous seasons (see statistical
analysis below) and the general intensity and commitment by players at training was considerably
improved.

2. Coaching Processes

As with previous seasons, our coaching processes provided varied and structured skill drills
(particularly batting and fielding) at every practise, particularly Thursday trainings when Paul Howse
was in attendance to conduct specialist fielding drills. Centre wicket practices were provided on most
Wednesday sessions. The excellent lighting provided at the Village Green over our practise nets and
the ground itself continues to allow for quality practise at times never contemplated before. The club
increased its use of video coaching analysis with all Green Shield players and the majority of our
1st/2nd players being videoed by batting coach Murray Creed. Each player was provided with split-
screen video displaying their batting technique and the optimal batting technique for a number of
shots.

A program of invitations to successful ex-1st Grade or long term grade players to provide insights
and, where relevant, coaching/mentoring to current players continued this season, again in a little ad
hoc and disorganised fashion. In particular, Mark Ray mentored and guided a number of our young
spin bowlers throughout the season.

The appointed captains assisted the coaching structure and processes by enabling important match
day instruction and feedback to occur on a frequent basis and rolled out into practises.

3.Practise

Season 2008/09 saw practice attendance levels increase compared to recent seasons. At season end a
statistical analysis of training attendance indicated that:

e Average attendance was 40 players per session, up from 36 last season (11% increase)
e Wednesdays continue to be better attended than Thursdays, by an average 7 players. In other
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words there is a 15-18% drop-off from Wednesday to Thursday.

e Training dropped off significantly after Christmas, falling from an average of 50 players per
session before Christmas this season, to an average of 31 players post Christmas (38% drop
off). Last season attendance dropped after Christmas from 41 to 29 players per session (29%
drop off).

Weather impacted trainings on numerous occasions again this season. Up to 8 trainings had to be
cancelled due to wet weather and several other trainings were reduced to the use of the Village Green
Synthetic wickets and the main field for fielding drills.

The net sessions continue to be extraordinarily well run by Peter Richardson (Wednesday) and David
Jebb (Thursday) enabling similar ability players to be practicing against each other and having
appropriate lengths of time to bat or bowl. The availability of centre wicket sessions provided the
highest quality hit outs possible and again were expertly co-ordinated by Peter Richardson along with
Warren Smith. Murray Creed utilised the synthetic practice wickets to run specialist 1-on-1 batting
coaching.

4. AW Green Shield

During the course of the season at least 5 Green Shield players played in Grades 1 — 5 in any given
round — on occasions (over Xmas school holidays) there were up to 8 playing in a grade side (Ists-
5ths). This, at least, provided these players, and the Green Shield team as a flow on, with broader and
better cricket experience. Many of the Green Shield players also attended many of the Club practices —
often being the dominant “group” at trainings.

The appointed coach (Warren Smith) and Manager (Michael O’'Brien) worked very well with the
2008/2009 Green Shield squad and specific practise sessions provided a very good opportunity for
these kids to learn a lot about the game. The sessions include net sessions but focussed mainly on
fielding drills and learning many of the basic “cricket sense” skills that seem to be lacking in many of
the otherwise talented Ul6s.

5. Juniors:

The UNSWCC has entered junior teams in the South Eastern Junior Cricket Association (SEJCA)
competitions in recent years. In 2008/09 we had four teams — 1 x U12, 2 x U14 and 1 x U16.

While each team had a manager/coach, the club provided extra coaching by employing 1st grade
player Hugh Le Lievre to provide specialist technical coaching at the Tuesday afternoon training
sessions.

The club also conducted a special coaching clinic at the end of the season for the two Under 14 teams.
Led by Warren Smith and Paul Howse, the clinic was designed to give each player technical advice on
their game that they could work on over the off-season.

The club expanded its in2Cricket program. From 12 local junior cricketers in 2007/2008, this season the
program expanded to 50 cricketers and ran from November to December and February to March. The
club employed a coordinator/coach (Matt Sanders) plus four assistant coaches to provide a fun and
constructive 90-minute session each Saturday morning.

The senior Club is very interested in the development and cricket enjoyment of this vast array of
young players. It is hoped the UNSWCC junior teams will continue to expand and prosper and
become a pool of talent for the grade ranks. More importantly though, it is hoped that these teams can
assist in attracting young kids to the game, and also provide opportunities for good and ordinary
players alike to learn and develop in this.
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6. Future Focal Points

As the UNSWCC moves forward from season 2008/09, the lessons learned from this and earlier
seasons and, accordingly some of the key focal points for our club and coaching programs, are:

e Providing greater structure to mid-week training sessions for 3rd to 6th grade players.
¢ Continuing the development and roll-out of the mentoring system for younger players.

And various focal points from prior years that remain relevant at the end of season 2008/09:

e Devise and implement better programs of mental preparedness/cricket psychology input for
players as part of the pre-season program and, if necessary, extend into the season proper.

e Devise, implement and enforce a more structured in-season fitness regime.

e Ensure a more structured program of attendance at trainings by “expert” coaches to add to
and compliment the current coaching input.

e Better formalise player specific coaching/development plans and consistent use of video and
associated software analysis to enhance player feedback, understanding and direction.

e At amore broad cricket level, continue to promote and run Junior Cricket Coaching camps in
relevant school holidays to be coached by 1st Grade players (men and women) and UNSWCC
coaching staff and to be open to ALL cricketers of any ability aged 6-18 years.

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SECOND GRADE REPORT

It was certainly a difficult season for the 2nd grade side. At times we built some good pressure with
the ball however this was a rare occurrence with the bat, our main down falling.

A number of explanations and observations can be made about the batting.

Not once did we have a settled batting order. Reasons — movement between the grades
(understandable), unavailability, searching for the right combination. The latter I feel was mainly due
to the lack of genuine top order batsmen at the club. This was reflected in our abysmal average
partnerships for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd wicket (11.71, 16.38, and 11.81 respectively). This certainly did
not give the middle order a huge amount of momentum or a platform to build a competitive score.
There were some talented stroke players in the middle order in Ben Wakim and Ryan Medley who
both had sporadic success. Charlie Wakim showed he is a genuine class act with the bat in the few
games he was available; he is certainly one to be nurtured for future 1st grade cricket. Angus Robson
and James McNeil both showed they had the temperament for batsmanship. Both need time in 2nd
grade to churn out the runs before being thrown into 1st grade. Although James batted down the
order on his few appearances he certainly looks like he has the technique and steely determination to
make it at the top of the order.

To take a closer look at the dismissals of batsmen we rarely looked like we had the patience to build a
long innings. With the exception of Angus, we did not have the patience to leave the ball outside off
early on in our innings. Therefore it would be fair to say that poor shot selection is what caused the
fall of many of our wickets. This is particularly disappointing as this suggests it was our mental
preparation or poor game plans that caused our wickets rather than lack of ability. However at other
times we were certainly outclassed by stronger opposition, a reflection of the lack of experienced
batsmen in the side. This suggests that the young batsmen with genuine first grade potential should
be identified and given extended opportunities in the natural batting positions in order to develop as
players and/or the recruitment of some ‘older heads’ is required to guide the youngsters and provide
some stability.

Our lack of runs always left the bowlers up against it. The experience, and hence ability to hit the
same ‘spot’ of Chris Thomas proved very useful when he was available: as was the experience and
pace of Eric Zehner towards the end of the season. Mark Appleton bowled well at times with a
season average of 26.36. However, we lacked depth in the seam bowling department with our seam
bowlers lacking the penetration and consistency required for 2nd grade cricket. We were blessed in
the spin bowling department. Josh Webb’s off spin was the pick of the bowling (24 wickets at 24.62).
He spun the ball hard with good flight and certainly has the potential to do a job in 1st grade. Ryan
Medley, when he found his rhythm, proved to be dangerous with excellent flight and dip.

What really let the bowlers down and is arguably inexcusable was our poor fielding, especially our
poor conversion rate of chances into catches. There were numerous occasions where 4 or 5 catches
went down in a game. I identified the main culprits to be either those who did not attend practice
often (or at all) or those who failed to dedicate enough time to their fielding when at practice. A lot of
this comes down to players taking responsibility for their own game at practice. I believe if this had
been done at practice our conversion rate of chances would have been a lot higher. If the player stocks
were higher I would have no hesitation in dropping players whose attendance rate at practice is poor.
There is certainly a case for doing this anyway.

The highlight of the season was obviously our win against Randwick Petersham, Man of the Match
being Chris Thomas with 4 for 13 on return from injury. I believe we could have had more success
with this group of players had our application with the bat been slightly more disciplined and our
commitment to practice all aspects of our game been higher.

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FIFTH GRADE REPORT

Fifth Grade had a below-average season, reflecting the lack of depth in the club this year. We
managed three wins and two draws (one a match saved, the other a washout), but incurred ten losses.

The explanation was fairly simple: lack of runs. Averaging just 19 runs per wicket — despite playing
half our games at DP — meant we only set one decent target all year (268 v. Sydney) and failed in a
succession of low chases (Wests, Penrith, Gordon). Our best batting performance was against
Northern Districts, when we made 6-322 away. The only problem was they’d made 6-384 the
previous week!

That said, the application in the team improved significantly after lame early efforts against
Sutherland and Saints, and excepting a late blemish against Randwick.

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SIXTH GRADE REPORT

The team’s failure to reach the finals was disappointing and considering the gallant effort throughout
the season it was at times frustrating. Failure, though, should be judged on the process and not merely
the final outcome. Throughout the season the team learned from the previous week and by the end of
the season there was a real collective bond amongst the players with everyone enjoying each others
success.

Similarly to last season, the clubs performances meant there were new faces in the team every week.
Unlike last season however, there was no shortage of players to choose from with a large talent pool
forced to sit on the bench. This wasn’t without its problems as the new captain was left with the
impossible task of letting players know that they hadn’t been selected in any team.

Despite the loss against Blacktown in the opening game of the season, there were a number of promising
performances. Amalesh Sukumar deputised as captain and lead from the front with 3-51 followed by
42 as UNSW fell just short chasing 224 for victory off their allotted 50 overs. Ravin Hettiarachchi also
gave an early indication of things to come debuting for the club with 3-44 and 52*.

A washout and a heavy defeat preceded one of the more memorable performances in UNSW 6th grade
history. The stage was set, round 4 against arch rivals Sydney University away from home. On the
field, the team failed to capitalise on an unpredictable pitch as Sydney University managed to post a
seemingly formidable score of 283. Amalesh with 6-78 was again the standout with the ball picking up
his season best bowling figures. Not to be outdone UNSW set about chasing the total with positive
intent. A moment of inspired captaincy or sheer luck prompted the team to open the batting with
Robert Dooley in his first appearance for the season. Robert responded with 37 runs in a 104 run
opening stand with Naser Saleh. Naser went on to post an emotional 66 runs in his first career half
century. It was enough to inspire Luke Williams and Naeef Mostafa to play Bevanesque innings as
they carried the team to a courageous and memorable victory in fading light in the last over.

Unfortunately the team did not manage to carry this momentum forward into the next few rounds. A
couple of defeats followed with some abject fielding and batting to blame notwithstanding half centuries
by Tom Atallah and Julian Mark in this period. Round 7 marked the return to form for the team. After
day 1 was washed out in the two day match against UTS Balmain Gold, 120 overs were allotted to be
bowled in the second day. UNSW rollicked along to 6-270 declared in 60 overs with Amalesh (62) and
Ravin (56) again amongst the runs in a season record 143 run partnership. Eriq Parsons, Jack
McAnespie and Ravin Hettiarachchi then went on to take 9 of the 10 wickets as UTS Balmain Gold was
bowled out for 167.

A number of notable performances followed soon after. English import Alastair Lewis posted his first
half century with a run-a-ball knock on route to a comprehensive victory against UTS Balmain Black.
Tom Jagot, who turned 13 halfway through the season, showed maturity and cricket ability well beyond
his years. This was most notable during his all-round performance against Western Suburbs in which he
took 5-40 with his leggies and followed it up by scoring 57* with the bat. There is no doubt the club has
unearthed a serious talent for the future. Ravin Hettiarachchi, en-route to becoming the clubs leading
wicket taker, picked up 8wickets in a match in which UNSW came within a dropped catch on a hat-trick
ball from stealing an unlikely outright victory against UTS-Balmain Black. He then followed this up
with 5-20 in a comprehensive victory against local rivals Randwick-Petersham.

Special mentions should also go to Lachlan Taylor who leant his vast experience to a young team and
led from the front with the new ball. Stijn Allema, our Dutch import, came late in the season but
performed admirably. His talent was befitting the higher grades but was nevertheless always
appreciative of being given an opportunity to play. Stijn is a real team player and he will be welcome
back to the club whenever he chooses to return. Paul Serov was finally given an opportunity to impress,
turning back the years with a successful return in the two matches he played. Ben Whitton kept
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commendably throughout the season and played a few cameos with the bat, leading to his selection in
5th grade. Naser Saleh, scored consistently after making his debut half century, and finished the season
with a well constructed 64 in the last match. His fielding also improved over the course of the season
and with sustained hard work he will continue to develop. Luke Williams made the most of his
opportunities with the bat, averaging 83.5 in 6th grade to pick up the best batsman award for the season
despite playing the latter half in 5th grade. Ravin and Amalesh both made significant contributions
with bat and ball with the former undisputedly the bowler of the season for 6th grade. Both players also
filled in as captain at some stage during the season and demonstrated great leadership qualities. Other
notable contributions came from Faraz Syed, Buddhika Wickramaratna and Sabeh Hassan who all
made useful contributions with the bat and in the field throughout the season. Mathew Mifsud bowled
extremely tight and picked up crucial wickets in the limited opportunities he was given.

It was great to see all the boys enjoy the performances of their peers even when their own performances
may not have been the best. Carrying forward these aspects of teamwork into next season will no doubt
put this young team in good stead for next season as there is no shortage of talent, ability and
determination amongst all the players.

The opening batsmen amassed
126 runs before a wicket fell but then another 4 wickets fell quickly thanks mainly to Ben Scott (2-29)
and Mitch Jones (2-31) but no further wickets fell before the end ogf the innings at 212. This was not a
very large total to chase but the psychological barrier of 200 runs had been breached and our players
were unable to maintain their wickets. Ben Scott (30) was the best performer with Daniel Ferrara (28).

The second game saw the team on home soil at the Village Green and once again after an unsuccessful
toss, the team all donned their gold strip to chase leather. A solid start of 55 by Penrith and then a
couple of useful partnerships with one big hitter falling just short of a century saw them post a
formidable 266. This was always going to be a very tall order to chase down a total of that size. After
an early loss, James Deacon (52) combined with Ben Scott (46) to get the team to 4-111 but once again
players did not cherish their wickets enough and despite a useful contribution by Matt Edwards (34)
the end of the innings came smack on 200. Hopefully hard lessons were being learned.

Another chance at home against Mosman in the third game gave the team the opportunity to show
their skills. Starting in the field after another unsuccessful toss, early wickets were not forthcoming
which saw Mosman breach the 200 barrier again posting a total of 203 all out. Best figures were Chris
Charlwood (2-57) but 4 run outs (Tom Gallop with 2 of them) showed the players did were not giving
up. Wickets fell to quickly in the chase to see the baby bees at 4-45 but a recovery led by team captain
Scott Gray (71) and backed up by Steve Smith (36) edged us closer to the target. Once again though
the mental toughness to chase let the team down with the final wicket falling just 24 runs short but
with another 8 overs to go. A waste of opportunity that would have put the side back on track in the
competition.

The fourth game saw the team on the road for a trip to Fairfield Oval to play Fairfield-Liverpool on
one of the hottest days in living memory. The scorer had a thermometer stuck to the pole of his beach
umbrella to record the agony being felt by all but I don’t suppose a beach umbrella gets used much
out there. It was tough going for our bowlers as the heart arrived early and stayed. No early
breakthroughs gave the opposition a solid start but they were left floundering by the wiles of young
spinner Daniel Altman (4-29) and the quick gloves of Scott Gray with a couple of very neat
stumpings to be all out for 199. Surely the 200 barrier was in our favour this time. The heat continued
to rise and proved to be too much for our players to spend any significant amount of time in the
middle. Oliver Yee (30) and Tom Gallop (25) stayed for a while but to be all out for 139 in the 42nd
over really was a surrender. At the end of the day we were glad to be getting into the air conditioned
cars for the journey home, delayed a little while when the Fairfield manager collapsed. He was OK
after a while. It helped that we had several doctors and nurses as parents of our team members and
thanks to those that were able to help.

After four straight losses there was no real prospect of the team making the semis but the next game
was to be at Waverley against Eastern Suburbs and as everyone in the sport knows, a local derby is
always the special game to win. The toss losing streak was finally broken which saw our opening
batsmen padded up in the morning for a change. It was obviously to their liking with James Deacon
(67) and Daniel Ferrara (55) amassing 130 for the opening partnership. Tom Gallop (31) playing
against his former team knocked the ball around the ground and James Hamilton (26n0) let loose
towards the end of the innings which saw the team post 7-249. Easts were never in with a chance as
Uni fielded brilliantly with Scott Gray (2 stumpings, 1 catch) and James Hamilton (3 catches) leading
the way. James (2-6) capped off a magnificent man of the match performance and Daniel Altman (3-
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11) was unplayable. Easts eventually gave up at all out 131. The team song was finally heard in our
dressing room and probably down Bondi Road as well.

Maybe the team put too much effort into the win against Easts to back up at home against Blacktown.
Our batsmen had to keep their gear in their kits well into the afternoon as Blacktown piled on the runs
to reach 258 with only Matt Edwards (3-30) really causing their batsmen any concern. A steady loss of
wickets with the sole highlight being James Hamilton (63) saw the chase finish at 168. The less said
the better.

The season would draw to a close at the Village Green with a game against Hawkesbury and it would
see the team captain Scott Gray win the toss for only the second time in the series post a magnificent
124no to get the team to 6-230 off the 60 overs. Oliver Yee (37) chimed in with a particularly enjoyable
innings as well. This innings also saw the debut of young Tom Jagot, an Under 13 player in our train
on squad who showed great poise to finish at 18 no. Whilst scores over 200 are a difficult chase we
knew that Hawkesbury had a strong batting lineup. Our bowlers rose to the challenge and took
wickets early and regularly and despite their best batsman playing a brilliant innings to fall just short
of his century, the Hawks were all out for 195. Best bowlers were Chris Charlwood (3-27), Matt
Edwards (3-31) and James Hamilton (3-37).

This season will be remembered for the lessons to be learned. The team won both games when
batting first but fell short in the chase everytime. Other teams in the competition showed they had the
toughness to see it through and hopefully our players will learn how to do this as well. Wazza was
once again tireless in his effort to help the players. It is a huge effort for him to be away from home
for this campaign but he loves the game. All the team and the parents are extremely grateful for all
that he does.

This season saw the most marvelous group of parents supporting the team on and off the field.
Warren and I greatly appreciate all the support we received. Many parents also assisted with the task
of scoring and their help is greatly appreciated. The team is also indebted to Chris O’Brien (Cobby)
for his punishing fitness sessions through the campaign and attendance at games. The players could
feel every one of their muscles each night when they went to bed but their fitness level was superb.
Special mention to David Jebb as well who volunteered to come to Fairfield to prepare the team.
Considering the scorcher on this day this was a huge effort. Also to Will Lindsay who helped the
squad in a trial match against Armidale. And a thank you to all the grade players who came to the
matches ... your presence lifts the spirits of these young men and makes them feel part of the club.

Bowling: Two day competitions: minimum of approx. 40 overs, Limited Over competitions (ie.lst
Grade Limited Overs, Poidevin-Gray Shield & A.W.Green Shield) minimum of approx. 30 overs.

Figures for the seasons of non-qualification have been printed in italics.Current record holders have
been highlighted in bold type. Records can be held by multiple players.

INITIATIVES

- A complete compilation of all available partnerships, and publication of all partnerships of +100
runs (which as already been done for 1st Grade, 1LO, PGS & AWGS).
